Bt % : In this interactive presentation we will first examine communication strategies, connecting them to
the concepts of fluency and accuracy, and also linking them to the idea of risk-taking. We will consider a
research-based framework describing the various communication strategies used by language learners and
work with some classroom interaction data exemplifying a teaching activity to promote learners’ use of
communication strategies. We will discuss what language teachers can do to help students learn about

communication strategies and promote their use in language acquisition.

This presentation will review the basic principles and aims underlying a successful
Extensive Reading program. Then we will look at how an effective Extensive Reading program can be
implemented with special emphasis on introducing Extensive Reading to Japanese learners. The presenter will
highlight how to use low level readers to assist with both reading fluency to enhance motivation, and language
input to develop basic language knowledge.
