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Yu Kanazawa (Kwansei Gakuin University) is a Ph.D. candidate (degree expected in March
2018) in Language Education. He holds Advanced and First-Class Teacher's Licenses (English)
for junior and senior high schools along with First-Class Teacher’s License (Civics) and has
extensive experience of teaching EFL for both remedial and proficient students at secondary and
tertiary education. Besides his scholarly study, he is eager in ICT application in education to
foster students' engagement and has developed a method named 'Three-E-Imaginizer’
(https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=07Wts-v_{lk). He is also a project member of LET Kansai
Theoretical Study SIG. He derives educational and academic inspiration from the perusal of
interdisciplinary works including philosophical literature, especially of the early pragmatists
(Charles Sanders Peirce, William James, & John Dewey), Henri Bergson, and Alfred North
Whitehead. He received the prestigious LET New Researcher Award in 2017.

The 21st century has seen a rising appreciation of emotion/affect as one of the key concepts in
second/foreign language (L2/LX) learning with an accumulating number of its academic
investigation. The present talk is a part of an original attempt to investigate the role of emotion
in LX learning through a microscopic view of emotion and its influence on learning, namely LX
vocabulary processing and memory. Commencing with the philosophical definitions of emotion,
its effect on various cognitive processes (cognition in general, memory, LX learning, lexical
memory, & processing) are reviewed through multidisciplinary evidences. Amid the review is
the fractal multileveledness of emotion discussed so as to clarify the theoretical perspective.
Following the review, the empirical studies are explained, the profo-ANEW-JLE wordlist (the
prototypical Affective Norms of English Words for Japanese LX Users of English) is introduced,
and the future prospects are explicated.
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
