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The Concept of Internationalization in Relationship to Higher

Education:

A Japanese and American Perspective

In both Japan and the U.S. “internationalization” has been a popular term, or buzzword, for some time and the
importance of its value has been increasing. In both cultures, internationalization connotes a positive feeling of global
awareness and the importance of understanding cultures beyond one’s own realm. As a result of this outlook, one of the
priorities of higher education has been to include global awareness in curriculums and education programs have focused on
fostering student skills in cross-cultural communication, intercultural competence and the general understanding of people
of other cultures. However, although the basic interpretations of internationalization are identical, the way of achieving
this goal can differ greatly. For example, while American schools see internationalization basically as it is interpreted
above and thus create education programs to achieve this aim, some universities in Japan have created a more complicated
approach to this objective, and in some cases have seemingly turned ‘internationalization’ into an extension of their
education program. With the emphasis on achieving high scores on English tests such as TOEFL and TOEIC—that has
now become a trend amongst numerous English curriculums in Japan—from a student perspective, it can seem that high
scores in English are an essential step to internationalization. Moreover, since a growing number of universities are
encouraging students to study abroad, students may see this as being another crucial step to internationalization. Such
interpretation gives students a feeling that internationalization, in reality, is overwhelming and unfeasible. One of the key
elements of developing internationalization is in the shaping of attitudes. To effectively do this, a clear understanding of
how students feel and interpret this topic is crucial. Also, a clear definition of what is actually meant by
internationalization and how it relates to their lives is essential. Beyond that, it is important to know how students
perceive the world around them. How do they feel about the people of other cultures? How much do they want to know and
learn about the world around them? Do they feel it is necessary to become internationalized? In this presentation, the
presenter would like to share information he has gathered from both Japanese and American students in regards to
internationalization. The information gathered is from interviews, classroom discussions and surveys. The presenter will
share the beliefs, attitudes and opinions on how students interpret this important topic. He will examine the approaches
that students feel are necessary in achieving this aim. He will also examine the countries, cultures and languages students
are interested in. In sum, the presenter would like to share the insight he has gathered from the perspective of Japanese
and American students. He would also like to encourage student and teachers interested in this topic to actively
participate and share as much information as they can on this topic.
